2. Submit an official transcript from each institution attended to the Office of Undergraduate
Admissions. Students must be eligible to return (e.g., free of suspension, dismissal, or enforced
withdrawal) to all previous institutions regardless of grade point average (GPA) or degrees
received.

3. A minimum 2.25 grade point average (GPA) in all transferable courses is required. In computing
the GPA, grades of A, B, C, D, and F are computed as recorded. Grades of W, P, Q, and X are
disregarded and grades of WF and | are averaged as F. Grades in non-transferable and
technical/vocational courses are disregarded.

PROGRAM ADMISSION:

In order to declare Electrical Engineering as a major, students must meet one of the following
prerequisites: ACT Math score of 24 or higher, SAT Math score of 520 (re-centered) or higher, or credit
for one of the following math courses with a grade of “C” or higher: MATH 1315, 1317, 1319, or 1329.
Students who do not meet the above prerequisites may choose Pre- Electrical Engineering as their major.
Pre- Electrical Engineering students who complete one of the following math courses with a grade of “C”
or higher may declare Electrical Engineering as their major: MATH 1315, 1317, 1319, or 1329.
